Mr. Bartlett gave the financial report noting that there has been adequate coverage of accounts payable and the account over 90 days is due to a contract problem with one company, so payment was withheld.  The statistical report showed that patient days were above budget for acute and long term care.  ER visits, outpatient visits and ancillary services were all above budget, with the exception of the Sleep Clinic.  Net AR Days are on budget.  Net operating income for all entities for the month was $30,386.  Net income year to date for all entities was $1,795,671, of which $992,000 was the value of the stock donated to the Foundation.  The audit will begin April 24 and the results will be presented at the June meeting.


At 7:28 p.m., Director Peters made the motion, seconded by Director Wheeler to adjourn into Executive Session pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(11) of the Open Meetings Act – pending and probable litigation, Sec. 2(c)(17) of the Open Meetings Act – Physician Credentialing and Sec. 2(c)(21) Semi-annual Review of Minutes.  There was no opposition.


At 7:55 p.m. the Board reconvened in Open Session.  There were three recommendations from Executive Session.
