David Sniff, CEO, Jerry Bartlett, CFO, Anthony Ashenhurst, Hospital Attorney and Tim Ward, Foundation Director were also present as well as County Board member Doug Henninger and Shelly Akins with the Rushville Times.  


The Board reviewed the minutes from the November 29, 2007 meeting. There was a correction made to the percentage of decrease in the stock portfolio from 91% to 9.1%.

Director Thomas made the motion, seconded by Director Dupoy to approve the minutes as corrected.  There was no opposition.


Mr. Sniff reviewed the Board Self-Evaluation Results, which were very positive. There were no questions or comments from Board members.


There was no Medical Staff report.

Mr. Sniff gave the CEO’s report highlighting the following:

· The new ER company, Primus, started on December 1, 2007 and the hospital has received very positive comments.

· Mr. Ashenhurst will be conducting inservices in April, August and November regarding issues facing governing boards.

· Some signage has been removed from the hospital that was less than customer friendly.


Jerry Bartlett gave the CFO’s report for November reporting that there were no unusual events and that November was a very good month. The consolidated operating income for the month was $109,274 and the year to date consolidated net income was $414,022.


Mr. Bartlett reviewed the renewal of the general, professional and umbrella insurance for 2008 through PIC Wisconsin at a total cost will be $73,083. Worker’s compensation insurance with Illinois Compensation Trust will be $108,571, a decrease of $19,230 due to the claims modifier decreasing 16.44%.


Director Thornton made the motion, seconded by Director Boyd to approve the general, professional, umbrella and worker’s compensation coverage as listed above.  Vote as follows:
